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• Monthly Newsletters will be sent out by email showing any schedule changes or 
class additions (we like to throw in surprise classes).  If you have not given us your 
email address yet, now is the time.

These classes are held in 6 week sessions or on a drop in basis.  The 6 
week sessions do not have to be consecutive weeks however dates must be 
arranged between students and Wendy.  Please note that students who 
have signed up for a 6 week session must notify the studio 24 hours in 
advance if they are unable to attend on a particular night.  Without prior 
notification you will be charged for that night’s class. 

Students who paint with us on a drop in basis must notify the studio by 
the morning of the class to ensure a spot is available.  If you do not advise 
us in advance there may not be a space allotted for you. Maximum 10 
students per class. Open classes with registration under 5 will not run 
that evening.  Students can choose either day or evening classes. 

These classes are taught in an open class format; each student works at 
their own pace and chooses their individual projects.  Sometimes the 
group as a whole or portion of the group will decide on a particular piece 
to paint or they can work independently.  Our instructors will provide 
individual attention to every student.  

There are lots of benefits to this style of class.  Students are able to see 
several styles of painting.  As each student receives instruction others 
learn through observation.  Students have commented this type of 
teaching allows them to develop their own style of painting and work on 
what they wish, at the same time receiving instruction and guidance. 
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The object of the project classes is to teach various techniques, not necessarily to complete the entire project in 
class, although sometimes we do.  By the end of the scheduled class time you will have the knowledge necessary to 
complete your project.  To schedule a class long enough to complete the entire project would be too costly for the 
students.  Please note that the material fee includes only the paints used in the project class.  If you wish to take 
paints home to work on your project, or if you take an open class to work on your project, a palette fee of $2.25 
will be charged. 

We strive to give you a wide variety of projects using the latest mediums & paints, different techniques as well as 
great surfaces.  Classes are from “Little Painting experience” to “Some Painting experience” so we have something 
for everyone!   We also offer “Colored Pencil” classes from the world of Fine Art.  These include a range from 
monochromatic to sepia toned to many colors and then of course watercolor pencils too.
